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From the Pastor

It helps me to remember that no one has it all together, appearances to the contrary
notwithstanding! Some of the most impressive figures in Christian history had serious flaws, yet
made enormous contributions to the kingdom of God. My bedtime reading lately has been
Martin Marty’s biography of Martin Luther. Luther was one of history’s genuine characters.
The Protestant Reformation was not entirely his doing, but he is its most interesting
representative. Devout, courageous, and creative, he could also be blunt, crude, and stubborn,
yet it is difficult to imagine the Reformation without him.

A list of Luther’s achievements is staggering. He was a Bible scholar (and translator), an
immensely influential theologian, a composer of hymns and liturgies, an ingenuous leader and
motivator, and a prodigious writer. He was also a man with a tempestuous spirit. It is shocking,
but a streak of angry anti-Semitism tainted his monumental witness to Christ. In 1543, Luther
published a ninety-page tract entitled, “On the Jews and their Lies.” He said the Jewish people
were “blood-thirsty bloodhounds and murderers” and “practice all sorts of vices.” He said, “We
are at fault for not slaying them.” He suggested that their synagogues be burned and their
homes, schools, and possessions confiscated. These writings were used in the 1930s to justify
anti-Semitism and to encourage the German people to accept Nazism. Human ambiguities
sometimes seem too much to bear.

Our faith reminds us that all are sinners, even the saints among us. A rural preacher once
encouraged his little congregation by insisting that “God can hit straight with a crooked stick.”
Part of the good news of the gospel is that God wishes to use us in spite of our flaws, our blind
spots, and our sin. | believe this, mainly because of my own experience. Do not despair. While
there is life, there is hope for every one of us.
